Sebago Fiber will hold an information session on fiber internet for residents & businesses in the towns 
of Casco, Naples, Raymond, Sebago, and Standish. The session will be held at 6pm on December 11 
at the Raymond Broadcast Studio at 423 Webbs Mills Road in Raymond. Online attendance via zoom 
will also be available.

The company is currently working with towns to collect data on internet 
demand. The survey data will be used to determine where fiber internet services are provided and 
when. Streets with the most demand will be built first. The project is planned for construction beginning 
Spring 2024, with services available as early as this summer for many areas.
